Over the past 11 years, SIGA has demonstrated the ability to adapt to change, positioning 
itself as a leader in First Nation gaming in North America. We have become a symbol of 
business excellence in gaming and entertainment in the province of Saskatchewan.

SIGA is currently undergoing its most aggressive expansion since its inception in 1996. In 
partnership with the host Tribal Council, SIGA opened the new $61M Dakota Dunes Casino 
ahead of schedule and under budget on the Whitecap Dakota First Nation in August 2007. 
The SIGA staff deserve a commendation for the countless hours of preparation which were 
invested in getting the facility open.

SIGA also began construction of a new facility in Swift Current to serve the southwest 
Saskatchewan market. I am pleased to report that good progress continues to be made and 
we expect the new casino and performing arts centre will be open before the New Year. In 
addition, excellent progress has been made on the rebuild of the Painted Hand Casino in 
Yorkton, our most significant reinvestment project to date. SIGA plans to move forward with 
a reinvestment in its current facilities, establishing the company as a leader in the gaming 
industry and ensuring our products and facilities remain new and attractive to our patrons and 
staff. The results of the past year are impressive with increased visitation and record revenues 
of over $191M. We understand the importance of diversity and are constantly researching new 
lines of business to support our business, including full functioning entertainment rooms.

Our plan for continued success is built upon reinvestment in our people, business process 
improvements, facilities, and in the communities where we live and work. SIGA is proud to 
report eight years of continuous growth in our revenues and net earnings, and we believe that 
to sustain this success we need to build a strong internal foundation that is growing as fast as 
our business is expanding. Looking forward, our future is abundant and full of opportunity.
